Rabab ton Nagaare tak

By the way, the Parkash Day of Dhan Guru Nanak Sahib Ji and the Revelation Day of Khalsa
is in the month of April. Today we have to take a bird’s eye view of the journey from the
arrival of Guru Nanak Patshaah to the day of Khalsa Revelation or so to speak we have to
take the view from Rabab till Nagaara. Even before Guru Nanak Patshaah, the day of
Vaisakhi was celebrated. The crop was ripe. There was hope in the farmer’s mind that food
would come home and my family would eat to their heart’s content. By selling that crop,
other essentials can be brought into the house.
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Similarly, the seed that Dhan Guru Nanak Sahib Ji sowed, took 239 years to be ready.

Today we will associate with this golden history of ours by taking quotes from Gurbani.



Dhan Guru Granth Sahib Ji has 2 Barahmah recorded. One raag was recited by Guru Arjan
Sahib Jiin Majh Raag and the other was recited by Guru Nanak Sahib Ji in Tukhari Raag.
There is a season between the months of Chet and Vaisakh which is called Basant Rut. It is
a very good season.
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In this good season, the branches get a new look. Like getting a new dress. A new identity is
found. This month is called Vaisakh because of the new Vais.

Vais + Saakh
Meaning when a new bark/skin comes on the branches.

Before the birth/Prakash of Guru Nanak Sahib Ji, when the harvest season/Vaisakhi used to
come, the invaders would come and loot all the crops and food. Even the youth of India
were looted and temples were demolished. We can say that it was autumn then in a way.
But after autumn, spring eventually has to come. Dhan Guru Nanak Sahib Ji was born in the
month of Vaisakh.

Dhan Guru Nanak Patshaah was when born and appeared for the first time in a full house
the spoke of the janaeoou. Wherever Dhan Guru Nanak Sahib Ji went, he changed people’s
ideology with his unique ideology. For example — Haridwar, Jagannath Puri, Mecca etc, any
place he went he disseminated his views. As the farmer does not sleep after sowing the
seed, he endeavors to provide the seed with what it needs from time to time to make it
fruitful and even digs up what has grown. In Gurbani -
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Similarly, Guru Nanak Patshaah also sowed the seeds. It took a full 239 years to complete
its preparation.

The Guru saw how to restore the human values that were being eroded here.

To create a human being who is a hard worker, a hard worker who knows how to work
hard and share honestly.



Up to ten Patshaahis provided whatever was needed as if the time of martyrdom came
then first Guru Arjan Sahib Ji himself gave martyrdom. He set the first example for Bhai
Dayala Ji when he was boiled in a cauldron. If he felt the need for Meeri Peeri, he
announced. If the medicines were needed, he set up the dispensaries. Such pride
arose among the people that two and a half crore Nanak Naam Sikhs were ready.

Then came the time to give a new identity. Vaisakhi of 1699.

Hukum of Dhan Guru Nanak Sahib Ji.
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Thatis, if there is love for the Guru, then one has to come first by dedicating oneself.
Nothing happens just by worshiping. Here one has to bow one’s head. That means one has
to present oneself before the Guru.

The first head was given by Bhai Lehna Ji who became Angad then Baba Amar Das Ji
who became Guru Amar Das Ji then Bhai Jetha who became Guru Ram Das Ji.

In this way this deed lasted till Dasam Patshah. The same ideology up to ten Patshaah.
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The deed of a Sikh is to present himself to the Guru, the same basic point works on the
day of the Pargat Day of the Khalsa.

Dhan Guru Gobind Singh Ji asked for a head. There was no hukum/order. He asked for a
head. The decision was left to the sangat. From Bhai Daya Singh Ji onwards five Sikhs took
turns. It was Hazur’s pleasure that he did not ask for the 6th head. If the Guru had asked,
there would have been no shortage of Siddha Kwaan Sikhs. Because before that 3 Sikhs
had been martyred with Guru Tegh Bahadur Ji. The Sikhs had also served in the wars fought
during the time of Guru Hargobind Sahib Ji. There was no shortage of Sikhs’ Siddhak. The
Sikh walks by presenting his existence to the Guru. The first step is to present oneself to the
Guru. The second point that we understand from Gurbani is —
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This means that when the weeds come on the branch when autumn is gone. In spring the
branches turn green. But the branch turns green only whose roots are attached to the
ground. In the same way in our life also Chardi Kala Vais, Atmik Basant Bahar will come
only when our Surat Roop is connected with Guru Shabad. The Sikh form alone has no
meaning unless the root of our Surat is connected with the Guru Shabad.

Just like a sculptor makes a sculpture in his imagination before making a sculpture, he also
needs material to make a sculpture. In the same way, in the experience of the Guru, the
whole human being is formed. Even a Sikh has a responsibility to have unwavering faith in
his Guru.

The Guru who creates a human being of his own free will is actually a Khalsa.

By Khalsa there is no intermediary in the meaning which is directly related to the Guru.
Khalsa is the one who is accountable only to Akal Purakh. This means that on this day an
independent thinking was born. That independent thinking which is directly related to Akal
Purakh.

The Pahul of Khanda Bata is a commitment to the Guru.

Bata means just as the bata is deep, it is attached to the ground, in the same way it has
to have a huge Hirda and is a symbol of humility.

Patase means surrendering oneself.
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Anakh is also very important where sweetness is to be maintained. That is why Anakh Roopi
Khanda was swirled on the sweet water. Amrit is prepared while reciting the Bani.

You have to join both hands while taking Pahul. So that all the distances are eliminated. The
leprosy of caste, the distances of rich and poor are all eliminated.

Guru Patshaah blessed us with such an identity that even our enemies have been listening
to us with keen interest.

From Vaisakh to Vaisakh a great history of 239 years was created.

We have become so obsessed with history that we have even started questioning the Pahul
of Khanda Bata.

Butitis not too late to make a wish for ourselves and for others that both form and principle
are symbols of Guru Sahib’s philosophy. Wherever we associate with the word, we also
maintain the national/Sikhi character. Let us strive to serve humanity with a sincere heart.



Only then can we move forward. Let us consider Dhan Dhan Guru Granth Sahib Ji as the
basis of our life.

Let us try to live our life by understanding this history of Rabab to Nagaara and
following the principle given by Guru Sahib.

By the grace of Dhan Dhan Guru Granth Sahib Ji,
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
